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Candide. Voltaire

Chapters I - X
For each chapter:

1. List any new characters that have arrived on the scene, and explain how they have become part of Candide’s travels. (Who are they; why are they important?)
2. Write a plot summary that simply explains the basic action that takes place in the novel. This will inform the reader (me) of the action, not the meaning of the chapter. 
3. Analyze one relationship that Candide has with another character in that chapter (it can also be a relationship continuation from a previous chapter). In doing so, you should determine at least two of the following: 

a. Are they adversaries or allies?

b. What can/has the character offered Candide?

c. How has the character affected Candide (positively or negatively?)

d. Is this character similar or different (in their relationship to Candide) to any character seen previously in the novel? Chose one other character and explain

4. What is the most significant event in the chapter, and how has this contributed to the development of the novel. Consider any two of the following:

a. What major changes have taken place that has affected Candide?

b. Has Voltaire presented alternatives or challenges to the “best of all possible worlds” philosophy?  

c. How has this event helped to your understanding of the novel? 

d. Has this event presented the character of Candide with new challenges?

· It will be brutally obvious if you have used another “source” (Spark Notes, Cliff Notes etc.) to do this assignment. I have access to them all, and any assignment utilizing them will be graded as a zero.
