3. Define Humanism, and explain which part of the PERSIA model it impacted most specifically, and why?

4. Profile three humanists, and detail how Humanism was a model of educational and civic reform

5. Detail the characteristics of Renaissance Art, and profile at least three artists and their key works.

Compare and Connect: (This will follow your seminar discussion points Focal Point): The growing idealization of Mankind, his powers of self-creation and intellectual freedom is contrasted by the selection by Martin Luther, who seems to have a totally different approach about man and his “place” in the world.
