4. Be able to discuss the reasons for the excommunication of Martin Luther. What role did Charles V play in this? What was the outcome?
5. Be able to explain how Zwingli represented a key shift in the Reformation, and why The Marburg Colloquy was such a critical turning point in the Reformation.
6. How did Anabaptism differ from Lutheranism?
