All notes go here first…

· Note taking is not word copying
· Your notes are to be in your voice

· You do not have to fill up every line

· Underline

· Highlight

· Indent

· Focus on new Vocab

When you are done “filling up” this section, go to the next page, and continue the process.

· Take notes on only one side of a piece of paper.

· Leave the flip side blank, so that your ink/highlighter does not bleed through.

When you are done with this note taking section, then and only then do you move to the 1/3 section.


	1/3 Section

*Used only after you have completed, reviewed and re-read the 2/3 section.

This section is meant to summarize the 2/3

Try and identify at least

Three key points per page.

Label them:

P1

P2

P3

The goal is to be able to go back later and review the 1/3 section w/o looking at the 2/3

Ideally, you will recall major points, and not have to re-read all the notes you have taken.

*You still have the 2/3 as backup if you can’t recall. 


The next step in your note taking is this:

· You are to include a minimum of three points per page…now we go one step further 

(3PPP/PERSIA)

· Three Points per page (PERSIA)

When you label your points be sure to use one of the six designations that we learned yesterday:

· P = Political

· E = Economic

· R = Religious

· S = Social

· I = Intellectual

· A = Art

	The Rise of Adolf Hitler and Nazism

The history of Nazism and Hitler go together.
· Austrian born in 1889, grew up in a middle class household.

· A frustrated artist, he moved to Vienna where he unsuccessfully tried to become a student in the Vienna Academy of Fine Arts.
· He then became an itinerant artist, living a life of destitution.

· Joined the German army at the beginning of the war, Hitler emerged as a decorated corporal, with a mission to go into politics and restore his country’s bruised honor.

Hitler Meets Nazism

· In 1919, Hitler joined the German Workers Party (DAP), which he soon took over and renamed the National Socialist Workers party (NAZI).
· In 1920, the Party adopted a 25-point program that included treaty revision, anti-Semitism, economic and other social changes.

· They also created a defense cadre of the Sturmabteilung (SA). “Storm Troopers” or “Brown Shirts.”

Other early Nazi leaders were:

· Ernst Rohm, Dietrich Eckart, Alfred Rosenberg, Hermann Goering, and Rudolf Hess.
The Beer Hall “Putsch”
· In the midst of the country’s severe economic crisis in 1923, the Party, which now had 55,000 members tried to seize power.

· First marched on Berlin
