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Your project will begin with an introduction. This introduction will provide very brief biography of the person you have interviewed. This biography should provide the person’s full name, the relationship that you have with this person, their age and the time, date and location that the interview took place.

You paper will conclude with a two page double-spaced personal response summarizing your experience. You can focus on:

· What was most surprising/interesting about this person?
· What you have learned about life “back in the day”?
· Are there any parallels between their lives as children and your life today?
· What was the best piece of wisdom or advice you received?
· What are your general reflections on the entire experience? (What did you enjoy about it, and what did you find to be most challenging?)
Paper Format: how should it look?
· Single space the questions and answers

· Double space between the question and answer

· Q1: = question one/A1: = answer one. *Follow this numerical sequence for the rest of the interview.
· Have your two-page reflection begin on the next full page after your interview ends.

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Essay #2

I interviewed my grandmother, Marjorie D. Wilson. Ms. Wilson is eighty-one years of age, and I interviewed her on Friday, February 23rd, 2009 between the hours of 2:00 and 4:00 pm. Ms. Wilson is presently a resident of Harlem, but she grew up in South Carolina. We conducted the interview in her apartment.
Q1: What was the first memory you had of television?


A1: I remember that a family down the street, I think they were the Johnson’s, were the first to have a television. This was 1950. My father was good friends with Mr. Johnson, and we were sometimes invited to go and watch the “Friday Night Fights.” We got a television about a year later.
Q2: Did you have any favorite shows?

A2: I liked to watch “Your Show of Shows” with Sid Caesar, and the “Honeymooners” was big for a season. There were a lot of Westerns on, and some local kid shows on Saturday morning. Boxing was big also.
